Announcements and Information

Fundraiser – The Warren County Prevent Child Abuse Council will have a fundraiser at the Pizza Ranch September 12 from 4:30-9:00.
United Health Care – Molly provided information regarding marketing materials to assist with hawk-i outreach.

Health Fair – Warren County is sponsoring a health fair from 3-6 on the courthouse lawn tonight.

Flu Shots – Warren County Health services will provide flu shots from 2:00-4:00 daily, other appointments are also welcome.

Group Parent Education – Partners in Family Development will provide free of charge Active Parenting classes starting September 20.  Classes will be at the Wells Fargo building.  Also noted, Partners in Family Development has moved into a new space and will share office space with FaDSS.
Levels of Excellence – Deb reviewed Section I of the LOE with the committee.  The committee’s involvement will be instrumental in going through the LOE process. The committee has great experience from the past with assisting due to the redesignation process and this process will be similar, but more intense.  Additionally, the committee will be needed to assist with the performance evaluation of the 4 R Kids Board. 

Iowa Workforce Dev –virtual Workforce Development locations were discussed and it was noted that Wal-Mart may be a viable location.  Deb will let Economic Development know of the discussion from the Committee.

Support Groups – The Warren County Support group document was reviewed. It was noted the Breastfeeding support group no longer exists and that several of the contact people have changed.  Deb will make the changes and bring an updated document to the next meeting.

Warren County CHNA/HIP – The committee reviewed the Warren County Community Health Needs Assessment Health Improvement plan. Goals are to reduce the adult obesity rate to 25-30%, increase the amount of physical activity in children, and to increase the family planning/pregnancy prevention resources to decrease teen pregnancy.  It was noted the Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention grant that United Way holds can assist with the prevention efforts to decrease teen pregnancy.  The CHNA/HIP will also be utilized when we update the community plan.
Profile of Prenatal Care – The committee reviewed survey data on Warren County prenatal care. It was noted that 223 mothers responded to the survey.
