An update was provided on the vaccine; phase one will include health care and long term care facilities. Pharmacies will partner to deliver the vaccine. 
CARES Funding for Homeless Presentation

Stephanie Fluckey provided an overview of the $9 million in assistance to assist eligible low-income Iowans who are at imminent risk of eviction and individuals who have lost housing to quickly regain housing stability. The funding will also provide support for homeless shelter operations. The funds are made available through a supplemental appropriation to the Emergency Solutions Grant program through the federal CARES Act.  CIAC will administer the funding; a list of the awards can be found here.
